Wendy Woodyard 9606 192 Ave E.:  Tried to rezone property by Wal-Mart and was turned down by City 
Council.  Would like the City to initiate a rezone of the area to Commercial, other property owners want to 
be rezoned.   
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Lauren Tuggle, 9605 192 Ave E.:  Instead of property owners coming in one at a time they have a group of 
5-6 owners that want to be rezoned to Commercial. 
 
Quinn Dahlstrom, 6527 193 Ave E.:  Thought there might be a 300 foot buffer zone required between 
Residential and Commercial zones. 
 
Ms. Stinson will research the buffer requirement. 
 
Alex Bruski 20801 94 St E.:  Has lived here for 12 years and has seen his bills climb from $6.00 a month to 
over $90.00 a month.  Bonney Lake is losing its small town feel.  The City is over protecting its citizens and 
needs to let them think for themselves.  Zoning is out of control and traffic is bottled necked.  Please try to 
keep the City small. 
 
Commissioner Jacobsen:  Zoning restrictions and laws were necessary to keep the small town feel and how 
the City is developed. 
 
Victor Cissell, 10410 188th Ave Ct. E.:  Would like to see when a development is designed that it must 
include a trail system.

Discussion with Councilmember Carter 
 
Councilmember Carter:  Went over some concerns for Ward 3 which includes Midtown. 

• How far back should a rezone go on 192nd? 
• There is no sewer for Cedar Grove, which effects how the area will be developed. 
• Plan connectivity for Midtown and traffic flow. 
• Concern with signage being too small along Hwy 410 when cars are traveling at the speed. 
• Fennel Creek will go through Midtown and should have sidewalks all along Hwy 410. 
• Would like to have a defined map of Midtown. 
• Would like to see parks included in the Midtown plan and a need for pocket parks. 
• Need to keep Piece Transit bus service. 
• A lot of trucks travel through the area and there is a need for a truck stop. 

 
Commissioner Jacobsen:  Would like to see walking paths or side walks on frontage roads and bicycle paths.  
Cars are not going 45 mph on Hwy 410 with all the traffic lights and are able to read smaller signs.  Need to 
be pro-active in conserving the area.  Provide greenbelts as buffers between areas.   
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Vice-Chair Minton-Davis:  Businesses are oriented to Hwy 410 and would like to see businesses be 
developed off Hwy 410. 
 
Councilmember Carter:  Eastown has some good ideas to get pedestrians in the area.  Businesses need to be 
more insulated to cut down on sound and will help save on energy.  Should limit when deliveries can be 
made.  Developments should take care of storm water on site like Lowe’s has done. 
 
Transportation Element Update 
 
Ms. Stinson suggested that language be added that will get us through until there is a major update.  By 
changing the language Puget Sound Regional Council will hold money until the City is ready to complete the 
update.
