I. APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  
MOTION WAS MADE BY COMMISSIONER DOLL AND SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER FREDERICK TO APPROVE THE MINUTES FROM THE SEPTEMBER 21, 2011 MEETING WITH MINOR CORRECTIONS. 
 MOTION APPROVED 5-0

II. PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Carol Doll, 20212 101 Street East, Bonney Lake:  Asked if there was a certain amount set value when rezoning C-1 to C-2/C-3?  The church parcel was rezoned to C-2/C-3 what about the house?
Mr. Vodopich responded it is not based on value.  The house that is owned by the church is in Pierce County.

Chair Sulham mentioned that the triangle the house is on was missed in the annexation and has never been corrected.
III. NEW BUSINESS:  
Cultural Resources Plan
Ms. Stinson went over the Cultural Resource Plan.  She introduced City staff member Gary Leaf who worked on the Cultural Resource Plan who was there to answer any questions the Commissioners have.  
Chair Sulham asked where did the goals come from.  Who came up with the mission statement?

Mr. Leaf responded the mission statement was a collaboration between City Administrator Don Morrison and himself.

Vice-Chair Minton-Davis feels that staff has done a good job but feels it is trying to be fast tracked.  Would like more community input and a committee to review it before being moved forward.  

Ms. Stinson commented that if it is not forwarded to City Council by December it would then have to wait till next year before going into the Comp Plan.  If Commissioners approve and forward to City Council they can then work on any corrections to the Plan next year.  

Commissioner Frederick asked if the Cultural Resource Plan was something that needed to be in the Comp Plan in order to apply for grants.

Mr. Leaf responded there are some grants require the Cultural Resource Plan needs to be in the Comp Plan.  

Commissioner Frederick commented he is concerned we are rushing through the review process and something is being left out.  Why aren’t the Justice Center, Allan Yorke Park and the Senior Center listed as available rentals?

Ms. Stinson answered that the list can be reference so the Cultural Resource Plan does not have to be updated just the list.  

Vice-Chair Minton-Davis asked if the Historical Society had a chance to give their input.
Mr. Leaf responded he received a list of the oldest homes in Bonney Lake and used the 12 oldest homes and included the Historical Markers.   

Chair Sulham asked the Commissioners if they feel they need more time to work on the Cultural Resource Plan and if they want to form a sub-committee.

It was unanimous of the Commissioners in attendance to take more time to work on the Cultural Resource Plan and form a sub-committee.  

Chair Sulham will update City Council on Planning Commission needing more time and wanting to form a sub-committee.

Mr. Vodopich reminded Commissioners of the memo attached to the Cultural Resource Plane from the Mayor and Deputy Mayor .  Suggested they could adopt the Plan as is and then put a sub-committee to look at it next year. 

Vice-Chair Minton-Davis suggest they form a Cultural Resource Plan Sub-Committee in case that is the direction they take.  She nominates Commissioner Jacobsen.

Commissioner Doll nominates Commissioner Frederick 
Commissioner Frederick accepts the nomination.

Vice-Chair Minton-Davis nominates herself  with no one else volunteering.

Chair Sulham has tabled the discussion until the October 19, 2011 Planning Commission meeting.

Midtown Core Zoning

Ms. Stinson went over the Midtown Core draft ordinance.  The allowable uses will be on the Zoning Matrix.

MOTION WAS MADE BY COMMISSIONER ECK AND SECONDED BY VICE-CHAIR MINTON-DAVIS TO ADOPT THE MIDTOWN CORE ZONING DRAFT ORDINANCE AS WRITTEN.

Lighting Ordinance
Ms. Stinson discussed the Lighting Ordinance and the comments she received from legal was it is pretty inclusive and too much for Bonney Lake.  Would have to have someone check the power of lighting which would take a meter and a staff member to collect the readings which need to be done at night.  
Chair Sulham asked if the Design Commission should be involved.
Ms. Stinson responded we could ask for their input.  There are some standards lights.  Some signs have dimmers that are set on timers that will dim on their own; this also helps to save electricity.

Vice-Chair Minton-Davis asked if Deputy Mayor Swatman would like to make any comments.

Deputy Mayor Swatman commented on the Lighting Ordinance that people are unaware how lighting effects residence. At this time it is just a suggestion, should be a recommendation.  A Model Ordinance is usually years of work that goes into it.  There could be some unintended consequences if items are taken out.  The City has a lot of Ordinances that are in the code that are not enforced, it would be there if we need it.
Commissioner Frederick asked if this would require special permits.
Ms. Stinson responded permits would be needed if the ordinance is passed.
Draft Landscaping
Ms Stinson discussed the Landscaping Draft.  She pulled part of it from Issaquah which called for trees to be mature with in three years.  This is one possibility and will continue to research.

Commissioner Eck asked why this issue was brought up.
Ms. Stinson responded it was part of the buffering between commercial and residential.  This will be the standard for Bonney Lake.

Commissioner Eck likes the three year tree maturity.

IV. OLD/CONTINUING BUSINESS: 
Zoning Matrix and Definitions 
Ms. Stinson commented she has started to work on the definitions and the changes are underlined in blue.  Wanted to point out the Midtown Core Zoning has the same uses as C-2.  Commissioners will need to decide if they will have any non-conforming uses and if the uses are proper for all the properties in C-2.  

A consensus showed no changes or corrections with the definitions by Commissioners.
Chair Sulham suggested Commissioners look at the matrix and send any changes to Ms. Stinson.
